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India pips US for now in
daily cases, takes #1 spot

ON MONDAY, INDIA crossed
the United States for the first
time in terms of new Covid-19
case additions, and taking the
top spot. India added 52,972
cases — taking its tally to
18,03,695 cases.In contrast,the
US added only 48,694 cases.
This,however,is just a one-
time event since the US usu-
ally adds around 65,000-
70,000 per day,with the figure
dipping every 5-7 days.On July

India crosses 2-cr tests

THE TOTAL NUMBER of tests
for detection of Covid-19 has
crossed the two-crore mark in
India, according to the Indian
Council of Medical Research
(ICMR) data.A cumulative total
of 2,02,02,858 samples have
been tested up to August 2 with
3,81,027 samples being tested
on Sunday, the ICMR said.

The total number of tests
for detection of Covid-19 had
crossed the one-crore mark in

India on July 6.

There are now 1,348 test-
ing labs in the country com-
prising 914 in the public sec-
torand 434 private labs.

Having started with one
single laboratory at the Na-
tional Institute of Virology in
Pune and then expanding to
100 laboratories around the
beginning of the lockdown,
the ICMR on June 23 validated
the 1000th testinglab. —PTI

Railways to give Ayodhya
station ¥104-crore facelift

New Delhi, August 3

AHEAD OF THE groundbreak-
ing ceremony of the Ram tem-
ple at Ayodhya, the Railways
has decided to modernise the
railway station in the temple
town.To be built on the theme
of Ram ata cost of about ¥104
crore, the new station will be
equipped with all modern fa-
cilities and will be spread over
100,000 sq ft.

According to Northern Rail-
ways general manager Rajiv
Chaudhary, the construction of
this station was approved in
2017-18 with aninitial cost of
X80 crore and the first phase
comprising work on two plat-
forms,verandah, stairs, passage
and the premises will be com-
pleted by June 2021.The sta-

domes and pillars just like
the Ram temple

tion building is being con-
structed by RITES, a Railways’
undertaking.

The plan to modernise the
Ayodhya railway station is part
of a more elaborate proposal
for the development of an Ay-
odhya circuit by Northern Rail-

way. The city is being seen as
the biggest tourist hub in the
coming future and the plan
envisages direct connectivity
from Lucknow, Varanasi and
other heritage places in
the proximity.The new station
will have domes and pillars
just like the Ram temple with
high-class infrastructural fa-
cilities, passenger amenities,
cleanliness and aesthetics.
The grand station building
with a contemporary facade
will have 15 ticket counters,
separate waiting rooms for
men and women and VIP
lounge, foot overbridge, food
plaza and shops. The renova-
tion and facelift work will in-
volve improvement of plat-
forms and aprons,
development of circulating
area as well as staff quarters.

Nearly two-thirds of migrant
workers,who had left forhome
due to the coronavirus-in-
duced lockdown, have either
returned to cities orwish todo
so in absence of skilled em-
ployment in villages, accord-
ing to a new study that sur-
veyed 4,835 households.

The collaborative study on
‘How is the hinterland unlock-
ing’was carried out by the Aga
Khan Rural Support Pro-
gramme (India), Action for So-
cial Advancement, Grameen
Sahara, i-Saksham, PRADAN,

SAATHI-UP, SeSTA, Seva
Mandir and Transform Rural
India Foundation.

The studyisbased onarapid
assessment survey of 4,835
households across 11 states in
48 districts carried out in the
period of June 24 to July 8.
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from the Central Electricity
Authority (CEA) showed.

Imports accounted for
37.4% of overall gas con-
sumption by power plants, up
from 35% a year ago.

Lower spot prices are mak-
ing natural gas “lucrative” for
power plants, according to In-
dia’s largest gas importer
Petronet LNG Ltd, which re-
cently cancelled a tender to
buylong-term LNG.

“I do believe there is some
coal switching taking place
and imported coal-based
power plants may not be com-
petitive vis avis spot LNG (con-
suming power plants),” Vivek
Mittal, general manager for
marketing at Petronet, said on
arecent conference call.

India’s imports of spot gas
more than doubled in the June
quarter from a year ago to the
highestin atleast 14 quarters,
while purchases under long-

term contracts slumped by
overathird to the lowestin the
same period, a Reuters
analysis of the available
data showed.

The increased use of gas
comes as India’s overall elec-
tricity demand is expected to
fall this year for the first time
in decades, with a likely fall in
national coal-fired generation.

Sales at state-run Coal
India, which sells most of its
output to power companies,
fell to the lowest level in
nearly fouryears in the
second quarter. Weaker sales
could continue through end-
September due to the annual
monsoon,when coal demand
and output typically falls and
transportation is difficult.

Imports of coal by power
plants also fell to the lowest
level during the June quarterin
at least seven years.
